APRIL Calendar Block   
Designed for Over the Mountain Quilting Guild by Jacque Devenport
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MATERIALS:


3 shades of purple or desired umbrella color [fat quarters or scraps]. 

Strip of black for umbrella handle.

Fat quarter for background (white on white)


1 - 11 ½” x 11 ½” square fabric for back


1 - 11 ½” x 11 ½” square batting


Ruler with 45° line and rotary cutting supplies

Neutral thread for piecing.


Thread for quilting:  purple, variegated… 

Embellishments:  (Optional) Embroidery supplies or permanent marker for month
All seams are scant ¼”
Umbrella:
Cut 1 – 1 ½” x 3 ½” strip of medium purple
Cut 2 – 1 ½” x 3 ½” strips of light purple
Sew light strips onto either side of medium strip

Cut 1 - 4” square each of dark purple and background

Place dark purple and background together RST

Draw a line diagonally on background and sew ¼” from both sides of line.


Cut on the line and press to the dark.  
Square these two half square triangles to 3 ½”.

Sew these squares to the sides of the previous strip set as shown.
Umbrella top:

Cut 1 – 1” square each of background and black

Sew these small squares together, press seam towards black.


Cut 2 – 1” x 4 ¾” strips of background

Sew these onto either side of black & white strip
Press towards background


Sew this strip onto top of umbrella assembly, press towards top.
If you are putting lace on the bottom of the umbrella, baste it on the bottom edge of umbrella

Umbrella handle:
Cut 1 – 1” x 1 ¼” each of black and background
Sew together along 1 ¼” side, press toward black
Cut 1 – 1” x 1 ½” strip of black, sew onto right side of white/black block
Cut 1 - 1” x 1 ½” strip of black and 1 – 1” square of background.

Place background on bottom of black strip and sew diagonally as shown. 

Trim ¼” from seam and press seam toward black.

Sew unit to previous white/black unit as shown.


Cut 1 – 1 ½” x 3 ½” strip of background

Sew onto right side of handle as shown

Cut 1 – 4 ¾” X 4 ½” block of background

Sew onto top of handle as shown 
Cut 1 – 1” x 5 ½” strip of black
Cut 1 – 1” square of background
Place background square on end of black strip
and sew diagonally as shown. Trim ¼” from seam
and press seam toward background.
Cut 1 – 4 ¾” x 5 ½” block of background and sew to left side of handle assembly.
Press seam toward background.

 

Sew Umbrella assembly to handle assembly

Press seam toward umbrella.
PRESS, Trim to 9 ½”
Border:
Cut 2- 1 ½” x 9 ½ strips and sew to sides.
Press seams toward border.
Cut 2 – 1 ½” x 11 ½” strips and sew to top and bottom.  Press seams to border.  
Square is 11 ½”
Button Loops:  
Cut 2 – 1 ½” x 8 ½” rectangles of border fabric.  Place RST and sew two long sides, turn to make tube and cut two 4” strips for button loops.  Mark 2” from each side on top of block for loop placement and pin loops in place. 
Back:  Cut 11 ½” square for back, and 11 ½” square of batting.

Layer block front and back (right sides together) place on top of batting and sew leaving an opening to turn. 

Clip corners, trim batting from seam allowances, turn, press, and close opening.


Quilt as desired.
Month:  (Optional) Draw or embroider “APRIL” as desired
