CALENDAR HOLDER
Designed for Over the Mountain Quilting Guild by Jacque Devenport


MATERIALS:
2 - 34” x 13 ½” fabric
2 - 34” x 13 ½” heavy fusible stabilizer 
     (Craft fuse works great!)
Thread to match fabric
2 – Buttons – One inch (best if they have a shaft)
1 – 14” curtain rod or dowel                                                                                                                                

INSTRUCTIONS:
All seams are scant ¼”

Body of Holder:
Fuse stabilizer to back of both 34 x 13 ½” pieces.
Sew right sides together around sides and bottom
Clip corners, turn and press.
Edgestitch bottom edge.
Zigzag top edge closed (or finish with serger)
Top Sleeve:

Turn top edge down 1 ½” toward back.

      Stitch across making a sleeve for curtain rod
Calendar Pocket:

Turn up bottom edge 8 ½” toward front.

Edgestitch up sides to make pocket, backstitching at pocket top and bottom for reinforcement.  Continue to Edgestitch to the top on both sides.  [Don’t sew through top sleeve!]
Buttons:

Place buttons on top sleeve stitching line, 2 ¼” from each side.
Sew on buttons.

A standard calendar up to 12 ½” will fit in pocket.
