MATERIALS:

1 White fat quarter for snowman
1 Red fat quarter for hat


1 light blue fat quarter for background


1 medium blue fat quarter for border and backing


1 green fat quarter for scarf


Fat quarter for background


11 ½” x 11 ½” square fabric for back


11 ½” x 11 ½” square batting


Neutral thread for piecing.


Thread for quilting:  red, green, orange, blue, white

Embellishments:

Black permanent marker for eyes, mouth and buttons


Snippet of orange for nose and fusible interfacing


Pink crayon for cheeks
All seams are scant ¼”

Scarf Ends (Green):


Cut two green 1 ½” x 11”


Place right sides together, sew around all sides.  Cut in half, trim, turn, and press.

Scarf ends are 1” x 5”

Snowman Head:  
Cut 6 ¼” x 2 ½” of white and 1 ½” x 6 ¼” strip of green
Place white RSU on table, lay one scarf end 1” from right end raw edge up
Place green strip on these Right Sides together, and sew.
Press seam toward Green
Background (Blue):
      Cut a Blue square 3 ¾” x 3 ¾” diagonally to make 2 triangles,
      Sew to side of snowman face unit as shown.
      Press seams toward Blue. 

Hat (Red):  Cut Red 4 ¾” x 4 ¾” square diagonally.

Sew one triangle to top of snowman head as shown.
      Press seam toward Red.      

Snowman body (white):  Cut 9 ½” square


Mark and cut 1” up from opposite corners as shown.


Sew Head assembly to large piece


Sandwich other scarf end 3 ¾” from edge on angle.

Block is 9 ½” square.


Border:  Cut 1 ½” strips for border and sew around block.     
      Square is 11 ½”
Button Loops:  Fold remaining border lengthwise and sew.  
      Turn to make tube.  Cut two 4” lengths for button loops


Mark snowman 2” from each side of top for loop placement and pin loops in place. 

Back:  Cut 11 ½” square for back, and 11 ½” square of batting.

Layer Snowman and back (right sides together) place on top of batting and sew leaving an opening to turn.  Trim, turn, press, and close opening.

Quilt as desired.

Nose:  Orange + fusible interfacing (right side to fusible side):
Cut orange rectangle 2 ½” x 1” – sew carrot shape, slit interfacing and turn, Fuse to face

Face:  Draw eyes, mouth, and buttons with marker.  Color cheeks pink.
Month:  (Optional)  Draw or embroider January as desired.
