JUNE Calendar Block   
Designed for Over the Mountain Quilting Guild by Jacque Devenport
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Materials:
Men’s Shirting fabric (fat quarter is plenty)
Printed fabric for tie, border, and button loops. (fat quarter is plenty)

Matching thread

Basic sewing kit.

Embellishments:  
(Optional) Embroidery supplies or permanent marker for month.
3 shirt buttons
Pre-Cutting:

   Shirt:

1 – 10 ½ x 9 ½” rectangle

    Collar:

1 - 5 ½” x 9 ½” rectangle

    Pocket:

1 - 2 ¾” x 3” rectangle
    Tie:


1 - 6 ½” x 12”




1 – 3” x 5”

    Border/loops:
2 – 1 ½” x 9 ½” strips




2 – 1 ½” x 11 ½” strips




1 – 1 ½” x 8 ½” for loops

All seams are scant ¼”

	Tie:

1. Cut tie 6 ½” x 12”
2. Fold bottom up 2 ½” to wrong side (bottom of tie) Place a dot of glue stick in middle and corners of raw edge of this piece to hold in place.
3. Mark top 1” in from sides and cut angle from top of fold piece to marks.

	4. Fold bottom edge up & into middle to form a point, press well. Place a few dots of glue stick under these edges to hold in place (bottom of tie)
5. Fold this piece right sides together and sew together the angled cuts. 

6. Press seam open, turn, press well.
Tie should be 9 ½” long.
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	Shirt:

1. Cut shirt 10 ½” wide x 9 ½” tall.

2. Mark 4 ¾” from both sides top and bottom.

3. Fold right side toward back at mark, press, and top stitch.

4. Fold this top-stitched pleat to mark on left.  Press well. (this is shirt front, button placket – don’t forget that men’s shirts fasten left over right) 
	


	Tie Knot:
1. Cut 3” x 5” rectangle of tie fabric.
2. Fold long edges to center & press.

3. Fold wrong sides together lengthwise.

4. Cut short raw edge at 60° angle and sew ¼” seam 

5. Slip knot into pleat of shirt, placing knot ¼” above top of shirt, and stitch into place.
6. Open knot and slip top of tie into knot (softly pleat top of tie to make this easier) then flatten top edge of tie even with shirt top and baste.

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	Shirt Collar:

1. Cut piece of shirting 5 ½” x 9 ½”, fold in half lengthwise and stitch ¼” seam on both short ends.

2. Clip corners, turn, press and cut in half.  These are the two collar pieces

3. Lay collars on board seamed sides facing and folded edge down.  Mark ¾” from bottom edges.

4. Cut an angle from mark to opposite corner as shown.

5. Place collar pieces on shirt/tie assembly.  Collar pieces should overlap ¼” in center.  Baste across top of shirt – be careful not to stitch tie knot.  (Outer raw, folded edges will extend slightly and will need to be trimmed when block is squared.)

	
        
Fold line
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	Pocket:
1. Cut piece of shirting 2 ¾” x 3” fold in half (right sides together) lengthwise and stitch ¼” seam on one end.

2. clip corner, turn and press

3. Place pocket in bottom corner of shirt matching raw edges with edge of shirt.  Baste in Place along these outside edges.
NOTE:  Do not sew pocket seam (towards tie) at this time.  It will be part of quilting the block.

Square block to 9 ½” x 9 ½”

Border:
Cut 2- 1 ½” x 9 ½ strips and sew to sides.
Press seams toward border.
Cut 2 – 1 ½” x 11 ½” strips and sew to top and bottom.  Press seams to border.  
Square is 11 ½”
Button Loops:  
Cut 1 – 1 ½” x 8 ½” rectangle of border fabric.  Fold lengthwise RST and sew long side, turn to make tube and cut two 4” strips for button loops.  Mark 2” from each side on top of block for loop placement and pin loops in place. 
Back:  Cut 11 ½” square for back, and 11 ½” square of batting.

Layer block front and back (right sides together) place on top of batting and sew leaving an opening to turn. 

Clip corners, trim batting from seam allowances, turn, press, and close opening.

Quilting:


Edge stitch left pocket edge (toward tie).


Lift tie and sew 3 buttons spaced evenly down shirt placket.


Edge stitch around border.
Month:  (Optional) Draw or embroider “JUNE” as desired
