NOVEMBER Calendar Block   

Designed for Over the Mountain Quilting Guild by Jacque Devenport

Thanksgiving Pie Block
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Materials:

Fabric of choice for, borders, and button loops (fat-quarter is plenty)

Pie Plate:

1 - 2½” x 8” strip fabric

Pie Crust/top:
1 - 3” x 8” strip fabric




1 - 3” x 8” piece of batting




1 - 3” x 8” piece of lightweight fusible interfacing

Doily:


Corner of trimmed napkin or piece of lace. (optional)

Background:

Fat quarter is plenty 

11 ½” square batting

Matching thread, Basic sewing kit

Embellishments:  (Optional) Embroidery supplies or permanent marker for month




12” rick-rack or trim for edge of crust (decorative stitching also works)
Pre-Cutting:

Pie Plate:

1 - 2½” x 8” strip

Pie Crust/top:
1 - 3” x 8” strip

Background:

2 – 2 ½” x 3” pieces




2 – 2” x 3 ½” pieces




1 – 2 ½” x 8” strip




1 – 11” x 7” piece

Borders/loops:
2 – 1 ½” x 9 ½” strips




2 – 1 ½” x 11 ½” strips




1 – 1 ½” x 8 ½” strip

Back:


1 - 11 ½” square

Batting:

1 – 11 ½” square
All seams are scant ¼”

	Pie Base:

1. Use the pie Base pattern to paper piece.  All stitching for paper piecing is a short stitch (18 stitches per inch, or 2 ticks above 1 on electronic machines).  Fabric is placed on wrong side of paper (non-printed side) and sewn on printed side of fabric.

2. Position 2 ½ x 8” pie base fabric on #1 (non-printed side of paper) glue or pin in place.  Fold on line between #1 & #2 and trim ¼” from fold.

3. Position 2 ½” x 3” piece of background on this trimmed edge and pin in place. Turn over and sew (using short stitch) on solid line between #1 & #2.  Press seam toward background.

4. Fold pie base #1 on solid line between #1 & #3 and trim ¼” from fold.

Position 2 ½” x 3” piece of background on this trimmed edge and pin in place. Turn over and sew (using short stitch) on solid line between #1 & #3.  Press seam toward background.

	Background:

5. Position 2 ½” x 8” piece of background on bottom of pie plate and stitch.  (You may insert a corner of an old napkin or lace trimmed handkerchief for the doily).  Carefully remove paper from this seam and press toward pie plate. 

6. Stitch 2’ x 3 ½” pieces on either side of pie plate, matching top edges.  Press seams toward background.

7. Position 7’ x 11” piece of background on top of pie plate and stitch.  Carefully remove all paper from back and press seam toward background.

8. Trim to 9 ½” square. [If you sewed in a doily, it will hang below the bottom edge – be careful not to cut it off].
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	Pie Crust:  [Use 3” x 8” of pie crust fabric, fleece and interfacing]

9. Trace pie crust pattern onto fusible interfacing .

10. Layer in this order:  

· Pellon® fleece

· Pie crust fabric (right side up), and 

· Fusible interfacing (smooth side up) 

11. Stitch all the way around pie crust just inside the drawn lines using a small stitch (1.5 on computerized machines). [TIP:  If you loosen the foot pressure it is easier to sew around curves]

12. Trim close to stitching.  Cut a slit in the interfacing only and turn. Make sure edges are smooth – a ballpoint bodkin works great to smooth edges.

13. Position pie crust over pan and fuse down.  Making sure interfacing does not show on the top.

14. Zig-zag or decorative stitch around the crust.   A fancy crust edge may be made with rick-rack or decorative stitching.
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Border:

Cut 2- 1 ½” x 9 ½ strips and sew to sides.

Press seams toward border.

Cut 2 – 1 ½” x 11 ½” strips and sew to top and bottom.  Press seams to border.  

Square is 11 ½”
Button Loops:  

Cut 1 – 1 ½” x 8 ½” rectangle of border fabric.  Fold lengthwise RST and sew long side, turn to make tube and cut two 4” strips for button loops.  Mark 2” from each side on top of block for loop placement and pin loops in place. 
Back:  Cut 11 ½” square for back, and 11 ½” square of batting.

Layer block front and back (right sides together) place on top of batting and sew leaving an opening to turn. 

Clip corners, trim batting from seam allowances, turn, press, and close opening.

Quilting:


Stitch pie vents and steam rising out of pie.  Quilt background as desired.  

Month:  (Optional) Draw or embroider “NOVEMBER” as desired
