OTM Quilt Guild FEBRUARY 2008 Supply List

FEBRUARY CALENDAR SQUARE    

MATERIALS:

· 4-5 graduated shades of pink thru burgundy fat quarters 

· Fat quarter for background (white on white)

· 11 ½” x 11 ½” square fabric for back

· 11 ½” x 11 ½” square batting

· Ruler with 45° line and rotary cutting supplies

· Neutral thread for piecing.

· Thread for quilting:  red, pink, white, variegated… 

Embellishments:

(Optional) Embroidery supplies or Black permanent marker for “FEBRUARY”

FABRIC BOWL

Supplies:  (NOTE: Items with an “*” will be supplied)
· * 50 feet of clothes line cord 3/16” or ¼” in diameter. I like to use the white 100% polypropylene cord, but cotton cord works fine. Just do not use a cord that has a metal core or that is coated with plastic. I find the polypropylene cord all white at Home Depot. At Lowe I found the same BUT is was striped bright red and white. That could be a problem if you use light colored fabric as red stripes could show through.

· Fabric cut in 1” WOF strips. About  ½ - 1 yard. Fabric can be coordinating, contrasting, scrappy, even the “ugly” fabric in your stash. 

· Thread. The thread that will show on the outside of the bowl is the BOBBIN thread. The top thread will show on the inside of the bowl.

· Empty bobbins if you plan to use more than one color of thread.

· Sewing machine with a zigzag stitch. Essential!

· Open toe presser foot works well.

· Good needle. [I use 90/14 universal.]
· * Glue sticks.

· * Clothespins to hold the wrapped glued fabric when joining strips.

· Basic sewing kit.

NOTE: The most time consuming part of making these bowls is the wrapping of the cord. If anybody would like to get a little head start, call me (286-6134), or e-mail me, and we’ll arrange for you to get your 50 feet of cord so that you can do your wrapping ahead of the meeting.  It’s not hard to do but time consuming (and tedious!). Something to do while watching TV maybe.
