Materials:
Men’s Shirting fabric (will be provided)

Printed fabric for tie, border, and button loops. (fat quarter is plenty)

3 shirt buttons

Matching thread

Basic sewing kit.

Embellishments:  (Optional) Embroidery supplies or permanent marker for month
Pre-Cutting:

1 - 6 ½” x 12”




1 – 3” x 5”
    Border/loops:
2 – 1 ½” x 9 ½” strips



2 – 1 ½” x 11 ½” strips




1 – 1 ½” x 8 ½” for loops

LANDSCAPE PROJECT

· Project will be small, approximately 15”x18”; can be smaller.  Landscape can be oriented either vertically (height greater than width) or horizontally (width greater than height).
· Sky: one single piece of fabric; about 1/3 or 2/3 of the height, but not ½ the height, and a couple inches greater than width.
· All other fabric pieces: a couple inches greater than width and large enough so that fabric can be sliced once or twice horizontally and then still measure at least 2-3”wide.

· Color of fabrics: in keeping with the theme of your landscape. For example:

· beach: blue sky + blue water + beiges and tans for sand 

· southwest: blue sky + ocher, tans, beige, turquoise 

· sunrise or sunset: pink, purple, red …

· mountains: look good in a variety of purple

· winter scene: white, light grey, light blues …

· Water (lake or pond) always looks good; plan for it; should be a different color than sky; can be many shades of blue versus sky that looks better if one single piece of fabric.

· Thread to match fabric colors

· Rotary cutter and small cutting mat; there will be a lot of cutting

· Small iron and ironing pad; there will be a lot of ironing

· Sewing machine and your usual sewing kit; there will be a good amount of sewing!


· I completed one small landscape about 15”x18” in 2 hours.
