OVER THE MOUNTAIN
BLOCK OF THE MONTH – 2009
The 2009 Block of the Month will be based off of 12 preprinted blocks. There are 15 blocks that will be provided.  One block will be handed out each month with bonus blocks in December, 2008, February, and October.  All blocks are gold back-ground with a black outlined theme. You will trim each block to 6 ½” and then finish the blocks with a variety of “frames” each month.  This frame will use two - four fabrics to create a 12 ½” block.  In addition, each block is finished by a 1” inner border and a second 1” outer border resulting in a completed 16 ½” block.  These borders give continuity to all the blocks.  The blocks are then assembled with a 2 ½” horizontal sashing and a 6 ½” vertical sashing.  Finish the quilt top by adding a matching 6 1/2” border all around and your completed quilt will measure 72” x 82” (fits a queen top easily).  By changing or adding more borders you can create a smaller or larger quilt.


Fabric Requirements:

2/3 – 3/4 yd inner border for all 12 blocks


3/4 – 7/8 yd outer border for all 12 blocks


1 2/3 yds fabric for sashing and borders of the quilt top

5/8 – ¾ yd fabric for binding


4 2/3 yds fabric for backing
12 - 15 Fat Quarters or 36 Fat Eights or combination of stash fabrics or any combination of fat quarters, fat eights, and third yard cuts; pick you favorites and get a little extra of them to have plenty to finish the individual blocks.  The block colors are your choice.  Use any combination of fabrics in the 12 blocks.   You will probably want a minimum of 12 colors to finish the blocks and give them variety.    

The pattern for each block will be given at the monthly guild meeting.  It will not be available on-line until after the meeting.  It is suggested that you create a block of the month supplies tote and bring several fabrics each month.  This will allow you flexibility in your fabric choices each month.
